1. Section 2-33(d), add the words “by the agent~”.

2. Add the following to Section 7-5. Approved September
13, 1990..
7-5-2 If the property shown on the preliminary plat is
not within an area of the County zoned either R-1 or
R-2, the sub-divider shall be required to make
application to have the property rezoned to either
R-1 or R-2, and the sub-divider shall be required to
comply with all state and local law regarding the )
rezoning of property. ,

7-5-2.1 If the Planning Commission determines that use
of the property after the proposed subdivision would
not be inconsistent with the current zoning
designation, then the Planning Commission shall have
the power to waive the requirement that the sub-
divider apply for the rezoning as required by

Section 7-5-2 above.

3. Make the following changes: Approved October 9, 1990.

Add the following to Section 2-31:

(5) A parcel of land being conveyed to an adjoining
property owner provided the plat and deed of
of conveyance contain the following language:
“Notice: The parcel described and conveyed herein
is excepted from approval under the Subdivision
Ordinance of Mecklenburg County as an additional

_ Parcel being conveyed to an adjoining landowner,

- and may not be reconveyed except as a whole with
the adjoining property or with further approval as
required under the Subdivision Ordinance of

‘Mecklenburg,” '

(6) A plat showing a survey or resurvey of the entirety
of a parcel or tract regardless of size when the
survey is made for purposes of the conveyance of
the entirety or definition of the boundary lines of
the parcel or tract.

(7) A plat of a parcel of land to be reserved from the
conveyance of a remaining tract; the remaining
tract of which would qualify as an exception under

(1) above. '
.. (8) The division of land into parcels of ten (10) acres

or greater when said parcels front on a state
maintained public road.

Section 2-33(d) change to read as follows: (d) A minor
subdivision shall be approved or disproved by the
agent within fifteen (15) days.

Combine Sections 6-5-2 and 6-5-3 and make certain

changes in these Sections to read as follows:

6-5-2 Private Streets Permitted: Private streets are
permitted as an exception to 6-6-8 set forth
hereinafter where the following additional
provisions have been met:

Each street shall have a minimum width right-
of-way of fifty (50) feet.

Each street shall have proper drainage.

Each street shall have a minimum of four (4)
inches of compacted base no larger than
railroad ballast rock, covered by two (2)
inches of compacted crusher-run, eighteen (18)
feet wide and forty-eight (48) inch shoulders
on each side.

Each street and drainage ditch shall comply
with the Virginia Erosion and Sediment Control
Ordinance.

Each street shall be inspected by the County
Subdivision Agent or accepted reports of
inspection by approved agencies or
individuals.

Geometric curves for road alignment shall meet
VA Department of Transportation standards.
Satisfactory evidence of the formulation of a
Homeowner'’s Association shall be required, a
copy of the Articles of Incorporation and
Bylaws of the Association filled with the Code
Administrator. Homeowner’'s Association shall
further provide for a one (1) lot, one (1)
vote, membership formula for the management of
the Association.

The Covenants governing ownership of the lots
in the proposed subdivision shall require the
payment of periodic assessments (no less
frequently than annually) to the Homeowner’s
Association in an amount sufficient to
maintain the streets and roadways of the
subdivision. The Covenants shall further
provide that unpaid assessments shall
constitute a lien against lots in the
subdivision when notice thereof is duly filed
in the Clerk’s Office and indexed against the
record owners of the property.

In lieu of actual prior approved construction,
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
